Ââåäåíèå: Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç èç 40 ñòðàí-ó÷àñòíèö

Ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ âïîëíå ïðàâäîïîäîáíûì, ÷òî ÷åðåç íåñêîëü-
êî ëåò íûíåøíèé ïðîöåññ ðàñøèðåíèÿ Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà íà
âîñòîê óñïåøíî çàâåðøèòñÿ ñ ïðèñîåäèíåíèåì ê íåìó ñòðàí-
êàíäèäàòîâ êàê èç «ëþêñåìáóðãñêîé», òàê è èç «õåëüñèíêñêîé»
ãðóïïû ñîèñêàòåëåé.

Íî âîò ãðàíèöà Ñîþçà ïðîòÿíóëàñü îò Ýñòîíèè íà ñåâåðå
Åâðîïû äî áåðåãîâ ×åðíîãî ìîðÿ – ÷òî äåëàòü äàëüøå è êàê òî,
÷òî ìû ñäåëàåì, îòðàçèòñÿ íà ñóäüáàõ ìèðîâîãî ñîîáùåñòâà?

Êàíöëåð Àâñòðèè ä-ð Âîëüôãàíã Øóññåëü, íàïðèìåð,
ãîâîðèò î ïåðñïåêòèâå ðîñòà ÷èñëåííîñòè Ñîþçà äî 40 ÷ëåíîâ â
áëèæàéøèå 30-40 ëåò ñî âêëþ÷åíèåì â íåãî ðåñïóáëèê áûâøåé
Þãîñëàâèè, Óêðàèíû, Òóðöèè è ãîñóäàðñòâ Çàêàâêàçüÿ (Die
Presse, 20.10.1999).

28 àâãóñòà 2001 ã. ìû óñëûøàëè î «Åâðîïåéñêîì ôîðóìå» â
Àëüïáàõå, ãîðîäêå â àâñòðèéñêèõ Àëüïàõ, íà êîòîðîì – îïÿòü
æå ïî ñëîâàì Die Presse – Ëóè Ìèøåëü, ìèíèñòð èíîñòðàííûõ
äåë Áåëüãèè è ïðåçèäåíò Ñîâåòà Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà íà âòîðîå
ïîëóãîäèå 2001 ã., çàÿâèë, ÷òî â íå ñëèøêîì îòäàëåííîì áóäó-
ùåì øàíñû ñòàòü ÷ëåíîì Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà åñòü è ó Ðîññèè,
«ïîòîìó ÷òî â èñòîðè÷åñêîì è êóëüòóðíîì ïëàíå Ðîññèÿ ïðåä-
ñòàâëÿåò ñîáîé ÷àñòü åâðîïåéñêîãî àðåàëà».

Ñîâåðøåííî î÷åâèäíî, ÷òî ñòîëü çíà÷èòåëüíîå ðàñøèðåíèå
Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà êîðåííûì îáðàçîì èçìåíèò âåñü ëàíä-
øàôò ìèðîâîãî ñîîáùåñòâà â öåëîì.

Áóäóùèå ìåæäóíàðîäíûå êîíôëèêòû - è ÷òî ãîâîðèò î
íèõ òåîðèÿ ìèðîâûõ ñèñòåì

Ñðåäè ãëàâíûõ îáùåñòâåííî-íàó÷íûõ òåîðèé, ìîãóùèõ
ñòàòü ñðåäñòâîì ãèïåðäîëãîñðî÷íîãî ïðîãíîçèðîâàíèÿ ïóòåé
ðàçâèòèÿ ñòîëü ðàñøèðèâøåãîñÿ Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà â
ñèñòåìå ìèðîâîãî ñîîáùåñòâà, ïðèâëåêàþò ê ñåáå âíèìàíèå
îïòèìèñòè÷åñêîå âèäåíèå «êîíöà èñòîðèè», ïðåäëîæåííîå
Ôðåíñèñîì Ôóêóÿìîé, ïåññèìèñòè÷åñêàÿ òåîðèÿ «ñòîëêíîâå-
íèÿ öèâèëèçàöèé» Ñýìþåëÿ Õàíòèíãòîíà, à òàêæå, ðàçóìååòñÿ,
òåîðèÿ ìèðîâûõ ñèñòåì.

Ôóêóÿìà ïî-ïðåæíåìó ïðèäåðæèâàåòñÿ ñâîåãî äàâíåãî
ïðîãíîçà î «êîíöå èñòîðèè», ñîãëàñíî êîòîðîìó â XXI â.
ñêîëü-ëèáî ñåðüåçíûé ñèëîâîé êîíôëèêò íåðåàëåí. 21 îêòÿáðÿ
2001 ã. îí ïèøåò â „El Pais”, ÷òî äàæå ïîñëå áîìáàðäèðîâêè
Ìàíõýòòåíà òàêèå êîíôëèêòû â ìèðîâîì ñîîáùåñòâå ïðåä-
ñòàâëÿþòñÿ åìó íåâåðîÿòíûìè.

Íàïðîòèâ, äëÿ Õàíòèíãòîíà ñ åãî ìðà÷íûì ïðîãíîçîì
îòíîñèòåëüíî ñòîëêíîâåíèÿ öèâèëèçàöèé ïîñëåäñòâèÿ
áîìáàðäèðîâêè Ìàíõýòòåíà ñòàëè áû ÿâíûì ïîäòâåðæäåíèåì
ñîçäàííîé èì òåîðèè. Ñîãëàñíî äàííûì „Reuters Business Brie-
fing”, ïîñëå 11 ñåíòÿáðÿ 2001 ã. â ìèðîâîé ïå÷àòè ïîÿâèëèñü 292
çàñëóæèâàþùèå âíèìàíèÿ ïóáëèêàöèè, êîòîðûå ïåðåêëè-
êàþòñÿ ñ åãî õîðîøî èçâåñòíîé òåîðèåé. Ïîñëå âíèìàòåëüíîãî
ïðî÷òåíèÿ «ïðîãðàììíîé» ñòàòüè Õàíòèíãòîíà íàïðàøè-
âàþòñÿ äâà ãèïîòåòè÷åñêèõ âûâîäà îòíîñèòåëüíî áóäóùåãî
Åâðîïû:
1) ðàñøèðåíèå Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà íà âîñòîê çà ïðåäåëû

ðàñïðîñòðàíåíèÿ ëàòèíñêîãî àëôàâèòà è ïðîòåñòàíòñêîãî
èëè êàòîëè÷åñêîãî âåðîèñïîâåäàíèÿ áóäåò äåëîì áîëåå
ñëîæíûì, ÷åì ïðîèñõîäÿùåå ñåé÷àñ óâåëè÷åíèå Ñîþçà çà
ñ÷åò ïðèñîåäèíåíèÿ ê íåìó «ëþêñåìáóðãñêîé» è «õåëü-
ñèíêñêîé» ãðóïï;

2) îòíîøåíèÿ ìåæäó öåíòðàìè ìèðîâîé ñèñòåìû, è â ïåðâóþ
î÷åðåäü ìåæäó Åâðîïîé è Ñîåäèíåííûìè Øòàòàìè,
îñòàíóòñÿ ïðåäåëüíî ìèðíûìè è â XXI â.

Â êà÷åñòâå òðåòüåãî âîçìîæíîãî âàðèàíòà òåîðèÿ ìèðîâûõ
ñèñòåì ïðîâîçãëàøàåò áîëåå îñòîðîæíûé ïîäõîä ê ïðîãíîçè-
ðîâàíèþ è íå îòðèöàåò – ïî êðàéíåé ìåðå â ïðèíöèïå –
âåðîÿòíîñòè âîçðîæäåíèÿ áåçóìíîãî ñèëîâîãî ñîïåðíè÷åñòâà,
êîòîðîå õàðàêòåðèçîâàëî â ïðîøëîì ðàçâèòèå èñòîðèè,
îñîáåííî íà÷èíàÿ ñ 1450 ã. Ïîìèìî ýòîãî, â äàííîé òåîðèè
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óòâåðæäàåòñÿ, ÷òî â íûíåøíåé ìèðîâîé ñèñòåìå ñóùåñòâóåò
ñóùåñòâåííàÿ ýêîíîìè÷åñêàÿ íåñòàáèëüíîñòü. Ïðåäïîñûëêîé
æå âòÿãèâàíèÿ åâðîïåéñêîãî êîíòèíåíòà â óïîìÿíóòîå
ïðîòèâîáîðñòâî ÿâëÿåòñÿ òîò ôàêò, ÷òî Åâðîïà îêàçàëàñü îäíîé
èç ïðîèãðàâøèõ ñòîðîí â ìèðå, ñëîæèâøåìñÿ ïîñëå îêîí÷àíèÿ
«õîëîäíîé âîéíû». Çäåñü ìû ìîæåì îñòàíîâèòüñÿ íà òåîðèè
ìèðîâûõ ñèñòåì ëèøü â ñàìîì îáùåì âèäå, áîëåå æå
ïîäðîáíûå ñâåäåíèÿ î íåé àâòîð ïðèâîäèò â äðóãîé ñâîåé
ïóáëèêàöèè (Tausch, 2001b). È ñ ñàìîãî íà÷àëà ìû õîòèì
ïðåäóïðåäèòü îá îòíîñèòåëüíîì õàðàêòåðå ïðîãíîçèðîâàíèÿ
áóäóùèõ âîéí è êîíôëèêòîâ. Â îáùåì è öåëîì, òàêèå òåîðèè
äîëæíû ñëóæèòü íàì âñåãî ëèøü ïðåäóïðåæäåíèåì. Åñëè
îñíîâîïîëàãàþùèå óñëîâèÿ ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ ìèðîâîé ñèñòåìû
íå èçìåíÿòñÿ, òî óæå â áëèæàéøèå äåñÿòèëåòèÿ êðóïíî-
ìàñøòàáíûé ãëîáàëüíûé êîíôëèêò ìîæåò âîçíèêíóòü ñíîâà.

Òåîðèÿ ìèðîâûõ ñèñòåì óòâåðæäàåò, ÷òî ïðè îòñóòñòâèè
ãëîáàëüíûõ ìåõàíèçìîâ óïðàâëåíèÿ è ïîääåðæàíèÿ ìèðà
ìèðîâàÿ ñèñòåìà èìååò òåíäåíöèþ âíîâü è âíîâü ñîñêàëüçû-
âàòü â ñìåðòîíîñíûå öèêëû ìèðîâûõ âîéí è áîðüáû çà ãåãåìî-
íèþ. Èñòîðèÿ íå îêîí÷èëàñü â 1989 ã., ãîâîðèò òåîðèÿ ìèðîâûõ
ñèñòåì, ïîìåíÿëèñü òîëüêî ôëàãè. Ñîãëàñíî ñàìîìó ïîêàçà-
òåëüíîìó â ýòîì îòíîøåíèè ýìïèðè÷åñêîìó àíàëèçó,
ïðîâåäåííîìó Ãîëäøòåéíîì (Goldstein, 1988), êàïèòàëèñ-
òè÷åñêîé ñèñòåìå ñâîéñòâåííà ïîñòîÿííàÿ òåíäåíöèÿ ê âîéíàì
è ñèëîâûì êîíôëèêòàì. Õîòÿ ïîäîáíûå îöåíêè è óìîçàêëþ÷å-
íèÿ â öåëîì äîâîëüíî îáû÷íû â èññëåäîâàíèÿõ äîëãîñðî÷íûõ
ïðîöåññîâ, ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ öåëåñîîáðàçíûì ïðîâåäåíèå
ïîâòîðíîãî àíàëèçà èñõîäíûõ äàííûõ, íà êîòîðûå îïèðàëñÿ
Ãîëäøòåéí; â ïåðâóþ î÷åðåäü ñëåäóåò óáåäèòüñÿ â äîñòîâåð-
íîñòè ïîëèíîìèàëüíûõ òðåíäîâ ïðèìåíèòåëüíî ê ïåðâîíà-
÷àëüíûì, íåîòðåäàêòèðîâàííûì ñåðèÿì äàííûõ îá ýêîíîìè-
÷åñêîì (ïðîìûøëåííîì) ðîñòå è êîëè÷åñòâå íåâîçâðàòíûõ
ïîòåðü â êðóïíîìàñøòàáíûõ âîéíàõ, êîòîðûå âåëè âåäóùèå
äåðæàâû. Íàìè áûëî äîêàçàíî, ÷òî â ýòîì îòíîøåíèè, íà÷èíàÿ
ñ 1450 ã., ìåæäóíàðîäíîé êàïèòàëèñòè÷åñêîé ñèñòåìå âñåãäà
áûëà ñâîéñòâåííà îïðåäåëåííàÿ âíóòðåííÿÿ ëîãèêà
êîíôëèêòà (Tausch, 2002).

Ïåðèîäè÷åñêîå âîçîáíîâëåíèå êðóïíîìàñøòàáíûõ âîéí ñ
ó÷àñòèåì âåäóùèõ äåðæàâ, íà÷èíàÿ ñ 1495 ã. è äî íàñòîÿùåãî
âðåìåíè, ÿâëÿåòñÿ îäíîé èç ñàìûõ èíòðèãóþùèõ
îñîáåííîñòåé ñóùåñòâóþùåé ìåæäóíàðîäíîé ñèñòåìû. Êàê â
îáëàñòè èäåîëîãèè, òàê è â ñòàòèñòèêå ìû ñåé÷àñ ïîëüçóåìñÿ
ìåòîäîëîãèåé, ðàçðàáîòàííîé â ñâîå âðåìÿ ðîññèéñêèì
ïðîôåññîðîì Í. Ä. Êîíäðàòüåâûì (1892-1938). Íà äèàãðàììå,
êîòîðóþ ìû ïðåäëàãàåì âàøåìó âíèìàíèþ, íà îñè õ
âûñòàâëÿåòñÿ ÷èñëî ëåò ìåæäó ãëàâíûìè âîéíàìè ñ ó÷àñòèåì
âåäóùèõ äåðæàâ, íàïðèìåð, êîíôëèêòîâ, çàâåðøèâøèõñÿ â
1648, 1816 è 1945 ãã. Êàæäûé âñåìèðíûé ïîëèòè÷åñêèé öèêë
áóäåò òåïåðü ñîîòâåòñòâîâàòü ïàòòåðíó „W” íåîáðàáîòàííûõ
äàííûõ î ñðåäíåãîäîâûõ íåâîñïîëíèìûõ ïîòåðÿõ â æèâîé
ñèëå, ïîíåñåííûõ â õîäå îñíîâíûõ âîéí, âåäøèõñÿ ëè-
äèðóþùèìè äåðæàâàìè (â òûñ. ÷åë.). Öèêë âîéí 1495-1648 ãã.
ïðåäñòàâëÿåò ñîáîé ïîëèíîìèàëüíîå âûðàæåíèå 5-ãî èëè 6-ãî
ïîðÿäêà (êàê â çíàìåíèòûõ ðàñ÷åòàõ äîëãîñðî÷íûõ ýê-
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îíîìè÷åñêèõ öèêëîâ, ïðîèçâåäåííûõ Êîíäðàòüåâûì); òàê íà-
çûâàåìûé ïðèâåäåííûé êîýôôèöèåíò ðåãðåññèè â êâàäðàòå –
ìåðà ñòàòèñòè÷åñêîãî îïðåäåëåíèÿ – (R2) ðàâåí 91,7%;
1649-1816 ãã. äàþò íàì R^2, ðàâíûé 33,6%, òîãäà êàê ïî-
ëèíîìèàëüíîå âûðàæåíèå 6-ãî ïîðÿäêà îáúÿñíÿåò 50,1% èí-
òåíñèâíîñòè ïîòåðü â 1817-1945 ãã. Ñîãëàñíî Ãîëäøòåéíó, ìå-
æäóíàðîäíóþ ñèñòåìó õàðàêòåðèçóåò ñëåäóþùàÿ
ïîñëåäîâàòåëüíîñòü öèêëîâ:

Ïðîäîëæèòåëüíîñòü êàæäîé èç ýòèõ ôàç ìåæäóíàðîäíîãî
ïîðÿäêà ïðèáëèçèòåëüíî ñîîòâåòñòâóåò îäíîìó êîíäðà-
òüåâñêîìó öèêëó (ýêîíîìè÷åñêèé öèêë ïðîäîëæèòåëüíîñòüþ â
50–70 ëåò; ïîäðîáíåå ñì. íèæå); òàêèì îáðàçîì, åäèíèöà
âðåìåíè äëÿ ìåæäóíàðîäíîé ñèñòåìû ìîæåò áûòü âûðàæåíà ñ
ïîìîùüþ âûðàæåíèÿ 1K.

Ïîìèìî âûäåëåíèÿ ýòèõ îñíîâíûõ ñèëîâûõ öèêëîâ, äëÿ
òåîðèè ìèðîâûõ ñèñòåì òàêæå õàðàêòåðíî óòâåðæäåíèå î òîì,
÷òî ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêå ïðèñóùè ñåðüåçíûå ñðåäíå- è
äîëãîñðî÷íûå êîëåáàíèÿ, äâàäöàòèëåòíèå öèêëû Êóçíåöà è
ïÿòèäåñÿòè-øåñòèäåñÿòèëåòíèå öèêëû Êîíäðàòüåâà.

Â íàøåì ïîíèìàíèè, 1756, 1832, 1885, 1932 è 1975-82 ãã. - ýòî
ãîäû íà÷àëà êîíäðàòüåâñêèõ öèêëîâ, òîãäà êàê 1756, 1774, 1793,
1812, 1832, 1862, 1885, 1908, 1932, 1958, 1975 è 1992 ãã. – ýòî ïîâî-
ðîòíûå òî÷êè öèêëîâ Êóçíåöà. Â ðÿäå íåäàâíèõ ïóáëèêàöèé ÿ
ïîïûòàëñÿ ïîäòâåðäèòü óìåñòíîñòü ïðèìåíåíèÿ òàêîãî ïîä-
õîäà, à òàêæå ñîîòâåòñòâóþùåãî ñòàòèñòè÷åñêîãî ìàòåðèàëà,
èñïîëüçîâàííîãî â äàííîì àíàëèçå (Tausch, 1997–2002).
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Ñêîðåå âñåãî, è êîíåö XIX â., è íà÷àëî XX â. áûëè ïåðèîäîì
èíòåíñèâíîé ãëîáàëèçàöèè, õàðàêòåðèçîâàâøèìñÿ î÷åíü ñèëü-
íûìè êðàòêîñðî÷íûìè êîëåáàíèÿìè.

Õîòÿ ðàçëè÷íûå íàïðàâëåíèÿ ýòîé øêîëû, ñâÿçàííûå ñ èìå-
íàìè Ãîëäøòåéíà, Ðàññåòòà, Âååäå èëè àâòîðà äàííîé ñòàòüè
(Tausch, 1997–2000) ñ÷èòàëè ìàëîâåðîÿòíûì, ÷òî XXI â. áóäåò
õàðàêòåðèçîâàòüñÿ ñåðüåçíîé êîíôðîíòàöèåé ìåæäó öåíòðà-
ìè «ìèðîâîãî êàïèòàëèçìà» è ÷òî íà ðîëü êàíäèäàòîâ â ó÷àñò-
íèêè ñòîëü êàòàñòðîôè÷åñêîãî ñöåíàðèÿ èìåþòñÿ äðóãèå,
áîëåå âåðîÿòíûå, äåéñòâóþùèå ëèöà, âàæíî ïîìíèòü è îá
îáåñïå÷åíèè ïðåäïîñûëîê òîðæåñòâà «äåìîêðàòè÷åñêîãî
ìèðà» ìåæäó îñíîâíûìè öåíòðàìè ãëîáàëüíîé ìîùè è â
ïåðâóþ î÷åðåäü – î ñîõðàíåíèè äåìîêðàòèè â ñîîòâåòñòâóþ-
ùèõ ñòðàíàõ. Êðèñòîôåð Ê. ×åéç Äàíí è Áðþñ Ïîäîáíèê
ñîçäàëè íàèáîëåå ïðàâäîïîäîáíûé, òðåâîæàùèé è áëåñòÿùèé
ïî ñâîåé èíòåëëåêòóàëüíîé ñèëå ñöåíàðèé ãëîáàëüíîãî
êîíôëèêòà ñ ó÷àñòèåì Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà. Îíè âïîëíå ñåðüåç-

Ìîðèñ Âàëëåðñòåéí, ñî ñâîåé ñòîðîíû, ñ÷èòàåò àáñîëþòíî
âåðîÿòíûì, ÷òî â êîíöå êîíöîâ ìû ñòàíåì ñâèäåòåëÿìè
êðóïíîìàñøòàáíîé âîéíû ìåæäó Åâðîïîé è Àçèåé, êîòîðàÿ
ðàçðàçèòñÿ â XXI â. (Wallerstein, 2000).

Õîòÿ âñå ýòî ìîæíî ñ÷åñòü àáñîëþòíûì ïðåóâåëè÷åíèåì,
èíîãäà ïðèñóùèì ñîöèàëüíî-íàó÷íûì ïðîåêöèÿì áóäóùåãî,
áîëåå òùàòåëüíîå ïðî÷òåíèå òåîðèè ìèðîâûõ ñèñòåì – â
îñîáåííîñòè òðóäîâ Äæîâàííè Àððèíüè, Äæîðæà Ìîäåëüñêî-
ãî, Àíäðå Ãþíäåðà Ôðàíêà è Èììàíóèëà Âàëëåðñòåéíà –
çàñòàâëÿåò ïðåäïîëîæèòü, ÷òî XXI â. áóäåò õàðàêòåðèçîâàòüñÿ
äàëüíåéøèì ñäâèãîì ýêîíîìè÷åñêèõ öåíòðîâ òÿæåñòè â ñòîðî-
íó Àçèè è ÷òî ïîääåðæàíèå ìèðà ìåæäó «ðàñøèðèâøåéñÿ
Åâðîïîé» è îñòàëüíûì ìèðîì áóäåò çèæäèòüñÿ íà äåìîêðàòèè,
òåõíè÷åñêèõ íîâøåñòâàõ è èçáåãàíèè òîãî, ÷òî Àððèíüè íàç-
âàë, îáðàòèâøèñü ê èñòîðè÷åñêîé êîíöåïöèè âåíåöèàíñêîé
ìîùè, ãàìáèòîì ‘terra ferma’, ò. å. òåððèòîðèàëüíîé êîíöåï-
öèè ñèëû. Â èñòîðèè ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêè ñòîëü âàæíûå ãåîãðà-
ôè÷åñêèå ñäâèãè öåíòðîâ ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé àêòèâíîñòè è âîåí-
íîé ìîùè, êàê òå, ÷òî ïðîèñõîäèëè â 1340, 1560, 1750 èëè
1930 ãã., âñåãäà áûëè ñâÿçàíû ñ êðóïíîìàñøòàáíûìè âîéíàìè
è î÷åíü ãëóáîêèìè ýêîíîìè÷åñêèìè ñïàäàìè.
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Ìû ñîãëàñíû ñ Ìîäåëüñêèì (1999) â òîì, ÷òî äëÿ òåõ, êòî áðî-
ñàë ãëîáàëüíûé âûçîâ ìèðîâîé ñèñòåìå, âñåãäà áûëî õàðàêòåð-
íî îäíîâðåìåííîå íàëè÷èå â èõ ðàñïîðÿæåíèè:

• ìíîãî÷èñëåííîé àðìèè,

• êðóïíîìàñøòàáíîé ýêîíîìèêè,

• çàìêíóòîãî ïîäêîíòðîëüíîãî îáùåñòâà,

• ñëàáûõ è ýòíîöåíòðè÷íûõ ñðåäñòâ ìàññîâîé èíôîðìàöèè.

Ãèïîòåçà Ðàññåòòà îòíîñèòåëüíî áîëüøîé âåðîÿòíîñòè ñîõ-
ðàíåíèÿ ìèðà ìåæäó äåìîêðàòèÿìè – ýòî åùå îäèí îñíî-
âîïîëàãàþùèé ìîìåíò òåêóùåé äèñêóññèè.

Â ëþáîì ñëó÷àå, áóäóùåå îòêðûòîãî îáùåñòâà â Åâðîïå, òî÷-
íîå ñîáëþäåíèå «êîïåíãàãåíñêèõ êðèòåðèåâ» ôóíêöèîíàëü-
íîé äåìîêðàòèè è ðûíî÷íîé ýêîíîìèêè â ïðîöåññå ðàñøèðå-
íèÿ Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà, à òàêæå áóäóùàÿ äåìîêðàòèçàöèÿ
Ñîþçà – îïÿòü æå â ñâåòå ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ òåìíûõ ñòîðîí
åâðîïåéñêîãî íàñëåäèÿ è ñàìîé èäåè ñîçäàíèÿ ýêîíîìè÷åñêè
åäèíîé Åâðîïû â êîíòåêñòå àâòîðèòàðèçìà (Laughland, 1998) –
ñòàíîâÿòñÿ ðåøàþùèìè ôàêòîðàìè, êîòîðûì ïðåäñòîèò ðå-
øèòü, ñòàíåò ëè Åâðîïà ïðåòåíäåíòîì íà ãëîáàëüíîå âëèÿíèå â
ïîíèìàíèè Ìîäåëüñêîãî è áðîñèò ëè îíà âûçîâ ñêëàäû-
âàþùåéñÿ â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ òèõîîêåàíñêîé îñè ãëîáàëüíîãî

âíóòðåííåé è áëèæàéøåé âíåøíåé ïåðèôåðèè (âíóòðåííèå
îáëàñòè Ñåâåðíîé Èòàëèè íàêàíóíå âåëèêèõ èòàëüÿíñêèõ
âîéí XIII-ÕIV ââ., èñïàíñêèå êîëîíèè è âíóòðåííàÿ ïåðèôåðèÿ
ãàáñáóðãñêîé Åâðîïû äî ãëîáàëüíîé âîéíû 1618 ã., ôðàí-
öóçñêàÿ âíóòðåííàÿ ïåðèôåðèÿ è êîëîíèè ïåðåä íàïîëåîíîâ-

îïðåäåëåííóþ îñíîâó, îñîáåííî åñëè ïðèíÿòü âî âíèìàíèå,
÷òî ïåíñèîííûå ôîíäû, ñîçäàííûå ïî ïåíñèîííûì ìîäåëÿì
Ìèðîâîãî áàíêà, ñìîãëè áû â áëèæàéøèå ãîäû ñäåëàòü ðûíêè

Ñóùåñòâóþùèé íûíå Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç ñìîäåëèðîâàí íà
îñíîâå ïðîòåêöèîíèçìà – êàê òî è ïîäîáàåò ïî ïðàâèëàì
íåîëèáåðàëüíîé ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé íàóêè: åãî äîõîäû è ðàñõîäû
ïî áîëüøåé ÷àñòè îïèðàþòñÿ íà çàùèòíûå ìåõàíèçìû, è äëÿ
íîâîââåäåíèé îñòàåòñÿ î÷åíü ìàëî ìåñòà.

Ïðèìå÷àíèå: Äîëåâàÿ ïðèíàäëåæíîñòü ïîäàííûõ â ìèðå çàÿâîê íà ïàòåíòû
ðàññ÷èòàíà ïî äàííûì, ïðèâåäåííûì â Îò÷åòå î ðàçâèòèè ìèðîâîé
ýêîíîìèêè â 1999 ã., êîòîðûé áûë îïóáëèêîâàí Ìèðîâûì áàíêîì. «Ñôåðà
ÿïîíñêîãî ñîïðîöâåòàíèÿ» âêëþ÷àåò â ñåáÿ ßïîíèþ, Þæíóþ Êîðåþ è
Ôèëèïïèíû.

Â îäíîé èç ðàáîò àâòîðà (Tausch, 2002) ïîêàçàíî, ÷òî ïîäõîä
Åâðîïû ê ïðîáëåìå ãëîáàëèçàöèè – â îòëè÷èå îò ÑØÀ è ßïî-
íèè – íîñèò ïàññèâíûé õàðàêòåð; ãëîáàëèçàöèÿ â Åâðîïå ñâî-
äèòñÿ ê äåÿòåëüíîñòè òðàíñíàöèîíàëüíûõ êîìïàíèé, êîòîðûå
îñóùåñòâëÿþò òàì èíâåñòèðîâàíèå ïðèìåðíî òàê æå, êàê îíè
ýòî äåëàëè â Ëàòèíñêîé Àìåðèêå âî âðåìåíà ñîçäàíèÿ òàì ïðî-
ìûøëåííîñòè äëÿ çàìåíû èìïîðòà, ÷òîáû ñîõðàíèòü ñâîå ïðè-
ñóòñòâèå íà ðûíêå, îãîðîæåííîì 7%-íûìè ïîøëèíàìè íà ââîç
ïðîìûøëåííîé ïðîäóêöèè.

Âñå åùå èäåì ê òèõîîêåàíñêîìó âåêó êàïèòàëèçìà?

ßïîíèÿ âñå åùå îñòàåòñÿ òåõíîëîãè÷åñêè íàèáîëåå ðàçâèòîé
ñòðàíîé ìèðà, ãäå êàæäûé ãîä ðåçèäåíòàìè ïîäàåòñÿ áîëåå
340 000 çàÿâîê íà ïàòåíòû, òîãäà êàê â ÑØÀ èõ êîëè÷åñòâî ñî-
ñòàâëÿåò áîëåå 110 000. Þæíàÿ Êîðåÿ îïåðåæàåò Ãåðìàíèþ –
68 000 è 56 757 çàÿâîê ñîîòâåòñòâåííî. Ðàñïîëàãàÿ åäâà ëè ÷å-
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òâåðòüþ ïîäàííûõ â ìèðå çàÿâîê íà ïàòåíòû ñî ñòîðîíû ðå-
çèäåíòîâ, Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç íå â ñîñòîÿíèè ïðåòåíäîâàòü íà
ðîëü ëèäåðà â ðàçâèòèè òåõíîëîãèé â ìàñøòàáàõ ìèðîâîé ýêî-
íîìèêè XXI â.

Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç (Ñîþç-15) è ãîñóäàðñòâà, âñòóïàþùèå â
íåãî, îêàçàëèñü â ÷èñëå ñòðàí ñ ñàìûìè âûñîêèìè òåìïàìè
ðîñòà òåõíîëîãè÷åñêîé çàâèñèìîñòè, òîãäà êàê ñòðàíû,
ðàñïîëîæåííûå â áàññåéíàõ Òèõîãî è Èíäèéñêîãî îêåàíîâ, –
Êàíàäà, Þæíàÿ Êîðåÿ, Èíäèÿ, Àâñòðàëèÿ è ßïîíèÿ –
ïðîäåìîíñòðèðîâàëè âåñüìà íèçêèå òåìïû ðîñòà – èëè äàæå
îòðèöàòåëüíûé ðîñò – òåõíîëîãè÷åñêîé çàâèñèìîñòè. Èìåííî
îíè, à íå íûíåøíèé èëè ðàñøèðåííûé Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç
ñòàíóò â áóäóùåì äèíàìè÷íûì öåíòðîì ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêè.
Õîòÿ Ñîåäèíåííûå Øòàòû òàêæå óòðàòèëè ñâîå ñèëüíîå â
ïðîøëîì ïîëîæåíèå â ýòîé îáëàñòè (èìïîðò ïàòåíòîâ âîçðîñ ñ
27% äî ïî÷òè 50% çà ïîñëåäíèå äâà äåñÿòèïåòèÿ), ïîçèöèè
Åâðîïû (Ñîþç-15) îñëàáëåíû ñåé÷àñ íàñòîëüêî, ÷òî ýòî
âûçûâàåò ñèëüíåéøóþ îçàáî÷åííîñòü. Â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ
Ãåðìàíèÿ ÿâëÿåòñÿ íàèáîëåå òåõíîëîãè÷åñêè íåçàâèñèìîé
ñòðàíîé èç ÷èñëà ó÷àñòíèêîâ Ñîþçà, ó êîòîðîé êîýôôèöèåíò
èìïîðòà ïàòåíòîâ ñîñòàâëÿåò 63,41%; ñëåäîì çà íåé èäóò
Âåëèêîáðèòàíèÿ (80,47%) è Ôðàíöèÿ (82,65%). Êîëè÷åñòâî
çàÿâîê íà ïàòåíòû, ïîäàííûõ ðåçèäåíòàìè, ó Ãåðìàíèè, êàê
óêàçûâàëîñü, íèæå, ÷åì ó Þæíîé Êîðåè (ñîîòâåòñòâåííî 56 757
è 68 446). Çà ïîñëåäíèå 20 ëåò Ãåðìàíèåé áûëî óòðà÷åíî 16% åå
òåõíîëîãè÷åñêîãî ñóâåðåíèòåòà.

Ìîæíî òàêæå ïðîäåìîíñòðèðîâàòü (Tausch, 2002), ÷òî äàí-
íîå óòâåðæäåíèå îá ýðîçèè ýêîíîìè÷åñêîãî ïîòåíöèàëà Åâðî-
ïû â ñòðóêòóðå ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêè â äîëãîñðî÷íîé ïåð-
ñïåêòèâå ðàñïðîñòðàíÿåòñÿ íà äîëþ Åâðîïû â îáùåìèðîâîì
îáúåìå èíâåñòèöèé è íà åå æå äîëþ ñîáñòâåííîñòè â 50 âåäó-
ùèõ êîðïîðàöèé, äåéñòâóþùèõ â ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêå. Åâðîïà
íàõîäèëàñü íà ïîäúåìå âïëîòü äî 1990 ã., à ïîòîì íà÷àëñÿ óïà-
äîê. Íàøè ðàñ÷åòû îñíîâàíû íà ñëåäóþùèõ ïóáëèêàöèÿõ:
Bornschier and Chase-Dunn, 1999; Bergesen and Fernandez, 1999,
à òàêæå íà îïóáëèêîâàííîì Fortune ñïèñêå 50 âåäóùèõ
êîìïàíèé ìèðà: http://www.fortune.com/fortune/global500/.
Áåç ó÷åòà áðèòàíñêèõ è àíãëî-ãîëëàíäñêèõ òðàíñíàöèî-
íàëüíûõ êîìïàíèé åâðîïåéñêèå ïîêàçàòåëè îêàæóòñÿ åùå
íèæå. Ñëåäóåò ïðèáàâèòü, ÷òî òåõíîëîãè÷åñêàÿ çàâèñèìîñòü
ÿâëÿåòñÿ îäíîé èç âàæíûõ ïðè÷èí áåçðàáîòèöû, ñîöèàëüíîé
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ñòàãíàöèè, çàìåäëåííîãî ôîðìèðîâàíèÿ ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî êà-
ïèòàëà è íèùåòû.

Òåñíàÿ ñâÿçü ìåæäó òåõíîëîãè÷åñêîé çàâèñèìîñòüþ è ñî-
öèàëüíîé ñòàãíàöèåé, à òàêæå äàëüíåéøèì óõóäøåíèåì
âíåøíèõ óñëîâèé òîðãîâëè ãîòîâèò ïî÷âó äëÿ ïîñòåïåííî
óñêîðÿþùåéñÿ äåãðàäàöèè âî âñåõ ñôåðàõ, à èç òàêîé ñïèðàëè
âûéòè òðóäíåå âñåãî.

Åâðîïà - êîíòèíåíò, ïðåáûâàþùèé â ñòàãíàöèè?

Ñòîëü ðàçëè÷íûå àâòîðû, êàê Àíäðå Ãþíäåð Ôðàíê,
Äæîâàííè Àððèíüè è Ýðèõ Âååäå, ïðåäñêàçûâàþò
äàëüíåéøèé îòíîñèòåëüíûé óïàäîê Åâðîïû â äåëàõ ìèðîâîé
ýêîíîìèêè. Îñòðàÿ êðèòèêà ñî ñòîðîíû ðàñòóùåãî ÷èñëà
åâðîñêåïòèêîâ èç ðÿäîâ ïðîôåññèîíàëüíûõ ó÷åíûõ-ñîöèî-
ëîãîâ ñâîäèòñÿ ê òîìó, ÷òî Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç â åãî òåïåðåøíåé
ôîðìå íå â ñîñòîÿíèè äàòü îòâåò íà âîçíèêàþùèå ïðîáëåìû,
íî, íàïðîòèâ, ïîðîæäàåò èõ. Íåîëèáåðàëüíûé ó÷åíûé-îá-
ùåñòâîâåä èç Ãåðìàíèè Ýðèõ Âååäå ôîðìóëèðóåò ýòî
îòíîøåíèå ñëåäóþùèì îáðàçîì:

«Äëÿ âñåõ ñöåíàðèåâ âîçðîæäåíèÿ åâðîïåéñêîãî âåëè÷èÿ
ñóùåñòâåííî íåîáõîäèìûì ìîìåíòîì ÿâëÿåòñÿ åâðî-
ïåéñêîå åäèíñòâî, òî åñòü åäèíñòâî, êîòîðîå ñìîæåò
ïðåâîçìî÷ü ãðûçíþ âîêðóã ñóáñèäèé íà ñåëüñêîå
õîçÿéñòâî è òîãî, êòî äîëæåí èõ âûïëà÷èâàòü, çàìåíèâ
ýòó ñâàðó åäèíñòâîì ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ öåëåé è åäèíîé,
ñêîðåå ÷èñòî åâðîïåéñêîé, à íå íàòîâñêîé, ñòðóêòóðîé
áåçîïàñíîñòè. Ñîâåðøåííî î÷åâèäíî, ÷òî ïîäîáíîå ïå-
ðåâîïëîùåíèå íå ïðîèçîéäåò â áëèæàéøåå äåñÿòèëåòèå.
Íåïîíÿòíî, ïðîèçîéäåò ëè îíî âîîáùå, êàê íåÿñíî è òî,
îêàæåòñÿ ëè äîñòàòî÷íûì â 2020-å ãã. îäíî ëèøü
îáúåäèíåíèå äàæå âñåé Çàïàäíîé Åâðîïû. Õîòÿ ÿ âîîáùå
êðàéíå ñêåïòè÷åñêè îòíîøóñü ê ãîòîâíîñòè åâðîïåéöåâ
ñîãëàñèòüñÿ íà ïîëèòè÷åñêîå è âîåííîå åäèíñòâî, åñòü
åùå îäíà ïðè÷èíà, ïî êîòîðîé ÿ íå ìîãó ïðåäñòàâèòü
ñåáå åâðîïåéñêóþ ãåãåìîíèþ: îáúåäèíåííàÿ Åâðîïà,
ñêîðåå âñåãî, áóäåò ïðèõîäèòü â óïàäîê åùå áîëåå
áûñòðûìè òåìïàìè, ÷åì Åâðîïà íàöèîíàëüíûõ
îòå÷åñòâ.

Â ïðèíöèïå, îáúåäèíåííàÿ Åâðîïà è îãðàíè÷åííîñòü
âìåøàòåëüñòâà ñî ñòîðîíû ãîñóäàðñòâà, ïðàâà ñîáñò-
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âåííîñòè è ðûíî÷íûé îáìåí, îñíîâàííûé íà ñâîáîäíî
óñòàíàâëèâàåìûõ ïîâûøåííûõ öåíàõ â ïåðèîä íåõâàòêè
òîâàðà, îòíþäü íå ïðîòèâîðå÷àò äðóã äðóãó. Íî
íàáëþäåíèÿ, ïî÷åðïíóòûå èç ðåàëüíîé ïîëèòè÷åñêîé
ïðàêòèêè, çàñòàâëÿþò íå ñïåøèòü ñ âûâîäàìè. Îáùàÿ
ñåëüñêîõîçÿéñòâåííàÿ ïîëèòèêà ïî ïðåæíåìó îñòàåòñÿ
ñàìûì äîðîãîñòîÿùèì íà÷èíàíèåì èç âñåõ êîãäà-ëèáî
ïðåäïðèíèìàâøèõñÿ Åâðîïåéñêèì Ñîîáùåñòâîì èëè
Åâðîïåéñêèì Ñîþçîì. Îíà âñåãäà ïðåäñòàâëÿëà ñî-
áîé îðãèþ ãîñâìåøàòåëüñòâà, íåýôôåêòèâíîñòè è
íåñïðàâåäëèâîñòè. Óñòàíàâëèâàÿ ìèíèìàëüíûå
öåíû, Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç ãàðàíòèðîâàííî ïîëó÷àåò
ïåðåïðîèçâîäñòâî. Ìèíèìàëüíàÿ öåíà, ãàðàíòè-
ðóåìàÿ ïðàâèòåëüñòâîì ôåðìåðàì, áîëüøå ïîìî-
ãàåò áîãàòûì ôåðìåðàì, íåæåëè áåäíûì. Âìåñòå ñ
òåì âûñîêèå öåíû íà ïðîäîâîëüñòâèå áîëüíåå
áüþò ïî áåäíûì ïîòðåáèòåëÿì, ÷åì ïî áîãàòûì.
Áîëåå òîãî, ýêñïîðò åâðîïåéñêîé ñåëüñêîõî-
çÿéñòâåííîé ïðîäóêöèè ïî ñóáñèäèðîâàííûì öåíàì
áüåò è ïî àìåðèêàíñêèì ôåðìåðàì, òåì ñàìûì îñ-
ëîæíÿÿ ìåæàòëàíòè÷åñêèå îòíîøåíèÿ, à òàêæå
íàíîñèò óùåðá ôåðìåðàì "òðåòüåãî ìèðà" è
Âîñòî÷íîé Åâðîïû, óìåíüøàÿ âîçìîæíîñòè
áåäíûõ ñòðàí êîãäà-ëèáî äîãíàòü áîãàòûå. Êîðî÷å
ãîâîðÿ, ïðîôåññèîíàëüíûì ýêîíîìèñòàì ïðèøëîñü
áû çäîðîâî ïîòðóäèòüñÿ, ÷òîáû èçîáðåñòè ïîëè-
òèêó, ïðèíîñÿùóþ ñòîëüêî æå âðåäà ðàäè ïîëó÷å-
íèÿ ñòîëü ìàëûõ âûãîä, êàê îáùàÿ ñåëüñêîõî-
çÿéñòâåííàÿ ïîëèòèêà ÅÑ. Áîëåå æå îáùèé âûâîä
ñîñòîèò â òîì, ÷òî åâðîïåèçàöèÿ ïðèíÿòèÿ ðåøåíèé â
îáëàñòè ýêîíîìèêè ñîçäàåò âîçìîæíîñòü äëÿ
ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ îøèáîê â êóäà áoëüøèõ ìàñøòàáàõ, ÷åì
êîãäà-ëèáî â åâðîïåéñêîé èñòîðèè. Ïîëèòèêè ìîãóò
âîñïîëüçîâàòüñÿ òàêèìè âîçìîæíîñòÿìè. [...] Åñëè
ïðèáàâèòü ê ýòîìó ïîñòåïåííî âåòøàþùóþ åâðî-
ïåéñêóþ ýêîíîìèêó è ìíîãîêðàòíî çàñâèäåòåëüñòâî-
âàííóþ íåñïîñîáíîñòü åâðîïåéöåâ ê êîëëåêòèâíûì
äåéñòâèÿì â ñôåðå áåçîïàñíîñòè, òî øàíñû íà òî, ÷òî
àìåðèêàíñêàÿ ãåãåìîíèÿ ñìåíèòñÿ åâðîïåéñêîé, âåñüìà
íåâåëèêè.» (Weede, 1999)
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Ïåðâîå äåñÿòèëåòèå XXI â., êàæåòñÿ, óæå ïîâòîðÿåò îïûò
1990-õ, 1970-õ è íà÷àëà 1980-õ ãã., êîãäà âîøëî â îáðàùåíèå
âûðàæåíèå «åâðîñêëåðîç» (ñì. Òàáëèöó 1) .

øîãî ïðàâèòåëüñòâà», áûâøåãî ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ñòðàòåãèåé
ìíîãèõ åâðîïåéñêèõ ãîñóäàðñòâ íà ïðîòÿæåíèè êîíäðàòüåâ-
ñêîé Ôàçû-Á, ïîä çíàêîì êîòîðîé ïðîøëè âòîðàÿ ïîëîâèíà
1960-õ, 1970-å è 1980-å ãã., ÷òî ïðèâåëî ê ïîâñåìåñòíîìó

ìàëîîáåñïå÷åííûõ, ïîëó÷àþùèõ ìåíüøå 15 äîëëàðîâ íà
÷åëîâåêà â äåíü, ðàâíî êàê è ïðîöåíò ëèö, óìèðàþùèõ, íå
äîñòèãíóâ 60-ëåòíåãî âîçðàñòà, â Åâðîïå Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà
âûøå, ÷åì â äðóãèõ çàïàäíûõ äåìîêðàòèÿõ), ÿðêî âûðàæåííàÿ
äèñêðèìèíàöèÿ ïî ïîëîâîìó ïðèçíàêó, ñèëüíàÿ ñîöèàëüíàÿ
ñòàãíàöèÿ, ìàðãèíàëèçàöèÿ ïîæèëûõ æåíùèí, ìàëîå
âíèìàíèå, óäåëÿåìîå ïîäðàñòàþùåìó ïîêîëåíèþ è
ïðèâëå÷åíèþ èíîñòðàííûõ èíâåñòèöèé, íåçíà÷èòåëüíîñòü
ðàñõîäîâ íà íóæäû çäðàâîîõðàíåíèÿ – âîò ê ÷åìó, ïî ìíåíèþ
íåîëèáåðàëîâ è êðèòèêîâ ìèðîâîé ñèñòåìû, ñâîäÿòñÿ

Çàïàäíàÿ Åâðîïà ïðîèãðûâàåò ñòðàíàì òèõîîêåàíñêîãî ðå-
ãèîíà â òîì, ÷òî êàñàåòñÿ äîëåâîãî ó÷àñòèÿ â äåÿòåëüíîñòè ìè-
ðîâîãî ðûíêà, è òåíäåíöèÿ ýòà ÿðêî âûðàæåíà; ïð-
åäñòàâëÿåòñÿ, ÷òî äèíàìèêà ðîñòà ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêè íå èã-
ðàåò íà ðóêó ñòàðûì åâðîïåéñêèì öåíòðàì. Àçèàòñêèå «îñíîâû»
îêàçàëèñü êðåï÷å, ÷åì ñ÷èòàëîñü, è âðåìÿ íà÷èíàåò ðàáîòàòü
ïðîòèâ åâðîïåéöåâ, îñîáåííî òåïåðü, êîãäà ïåðâîíà÷àëüíûé
ïîëîæèòåëüíûé ýôôåêò îò ñîçäàíèÿ Åâðîïåéñêîãî âàëþòíîãî
ñîþçà íà÷èíàåò îñëàáåâàòü è òðàíñíàöèîíàëüíûé êàïèòàë ñí-
îâà óñòðåìëÿåòñÿ â òèõîîêåàíñêèé ðåãèîí.

×òî æå êàñàåòñÿ ñîñòîÿíèÿ îêðóæàþùåé ñðåäû, òî ïðàâè-
òåëüñòâåííûå ñóáñèäèè âåòøàþùèì îòðàñëÿì
ïðîèçâîäñòâà (36% áþäæåòíûõ ñðåäñòâ Åâðîïåéñêîãî Ñîþçà
ïåðå÷èñëÿþòñÿ â ñòðóêòóðíûå ôîíäû) ëèøü óâåëè÷àò
òåõíîëîãè÷åñêóþ îòñòàëîñòü è íàãðóçêó íà òðàíñïîðò, à

÷èñëî ó÷åíûõ êðèòèêîâ íûíåøíåé ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé ïîëèòèêè
Ñîþçà óòâåðæäàåò, ÷òî ïîäõîä, ïðàêòèêóåìûé Åâðîïåéñêèì
Ñîþçîì ïðèìåíèòåëüíî ê âíåøíåé òîðãîâëå è åãî
îòíîøåíèÿì ñ ïîëóïåðèôåðèåé è ïåðèôåðèåé îñíîâàí íà
äâóõ áåçíàäåæíî îøèáî÷íûõ ïîñòóëàòàõ: 1) ïîñòåïåí÷àòîñòè
ëèáåðàëèçàöèè òîðãîâëè, 2) ïðîòåêöèîíèçìå êàê ñïîñîáå
ðåøåíèÿ ýêîíîìè÷åñêèõ ïðîáëåì Çàïàäíîé Åâðîïû.

çíà÷èòåëüíûé ÷èñòûé ïðèòîê ðåàëüíûõ ðåñóðñîâ è 3)
îñíîâàííàÿ íà ïðèíöèïàõ ñâîáîäíîãî ðûíêà øèðîêàÿ

èñëàìñêèé ìèð ñòîëêíóòñÿ ñ ðÿäîì ïðåïÿòñòâèé íà ïóòè èõ
äàëüíåéøåãî ðàçâèòèÿ. Óæå ïî õîäó íûíåøíåãî êîíäðàòüåâ-
ñêîãî öèêëà, êîòîðûé íà÷àëñÿ â 1970-å ãã., èñëàìñêèé ìèð
ïðîèãðûâàåò ïî 6 âàæíåéøèì ïîêàçàòåëÿì, çäåñü íàìè
ðàññìàòðèâàåìûì, òîãäà êàê Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç äî ñèõ ïîð
äîáèëñÿ óñïåõîâ ëèøü â ñíèæåíèè ñìåðòíîñòè, à ïî ÷åòûðåì
îñòàëüíûì âàæíåéøèì íàïðàâëåíèÿì – î íèõ ìû ñêàæåì
íèæå – ïðîäåìîíñòðèðîâàë êîðåííóþ ñëàáîñòü ñâîåé
ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ýêîíîìèè íà ðóáåæå íîâîãî òûñÿ÷åëåòèÿ. Êàê
áû òî íè áûëî, òåíäåíöèÿ ê êóëüòèâèðîâàíèþ íåðàâåíñòâà è
íàðóøåíèþ ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ñâîáîä, ïðîÿâëÿåìàÿ Ñîþçîì,
âûçûâàþò áîëüøóþ òðåâîãó.

(2) Êîììóíèñòè÷åñêîå íàñëåäèå ÿâëÿåòñÿ òîðìîçîì ïî
ïÿòè ïîêàçàòåëÿì ðàçâèòèÿ èç øåñòè; õîðîøèå ðåçóëüòàòû

çíà÷åíèè, óæå íå ìîæåò îáâèíÿòüñÿ â òîì, ÷òî ïîêàçàòåëè
ñîöèàëüíîé ýôôåêòèâíîñòè â 134 ñòðàíàõ íàøåé ìîäåëè
îñòàþòñÿ íåóäîâëåòâîðèòåëüíûìè.
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(4) Ãîñóäàðñòâåííûé ñåêòîð, åñëè áðàòü ýòîò òåðìèí â åãî
ïðàâèëüíîì çíà÷åíèè, êàê ñëåäóåò èç íàøåãî àíàëèçà,
ÿâëÿåòñÿ ôàêòîðîì, îêàçûâàþùèì ñåðüåçíîå íåãàòèâíîå
âëèÿíèå íà ñðåäíþþ âåðîÿòíóþ ïðîäîëæèòåëüíîñòü æèçíè, à
òàêæå íà çàíÿòîñòü (äîëÿ ðàáîòàþùèõ ïî îòíîøåíèþ ê îáùåé

ñèñòåìû íå ñëèøêîì áëàãîïðèÿòíûì äëÿ íåãî îáðàçîì è
ïðåæäå ÷åì ýòîò âåñüìà ðàñøèðèâøèéñÿ îðãàíèçì ñìîæåò
ìèðíûìè ñðåäñòâàìè ñòàòü ãëàâåíñòâóþùèì öåíòðîì
ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêè, ïðåäñòîèò åùå ïðîäåëàòü áîëüøóþ è
òðóäíóþ ðàáîòó ïî åãî ðåôîðìèðîâàíèþ.

íîâèòñÿ ñîâåðøåííî ÿñíî, ÷òî ïîêà ñóùåñòâîâàë Ñîâåòñêèé
Ñîþç, åâðîïåéöû áîÿëèñü íå òîëüêî åãî, íî è âîçìîæíîé ïåð-
ñïåêòèâû ïîëíîãî óõîäà ÑØÀ èç Åâðîïû, ïî÷åìó îíè ïî ìåðå
ñèë è ñòàðàëèñü íå ñëèøêîì àíòàãîíèçèðîâàòú Àìåðèêó è, íå
ñêóïÿñü íà ðèòîðèêó, ïîñòîÿííî òâåðäèëè î òåñíûõ ñâÿçÿõ ìåæ-
äó íåé è èìè. Òåì íå ìåíåå, óòâåðæäàåò Âàëëåðñòåéí, ïî ìåðå
òîãî êàê åâðîïåéöû íà÷èíàëè âûêàçûâàòü âñå áîëüøå è áîëüøå
íåçàâèñèìîñòè ïî îòíîøåíèþ ê ÑØÀ, èäåÿ åâðîïåéñêîãî åäè-
íñòâà âîñïðèíèìàëàñü ïîñëåäíèìè ñî âñå ìåíüøèì ýíòóçèà-
çìîì. Ïî ìåðå æå òîãî êàê ÑØÀ îõëàäåâàëè ê èäåå åâðî-
ïåéñêîãî åäèíñòâà, Ñîâåòñêèé Ñîþç, ïîíà÷àëó ê íåé î÷åíü íåã-
àòèâíî – ïî âïîëíå ïîíÿòíûì ïðè÷èíàì – îòíîñèâøèéñÿ, ïðè-
íÿëñÿ ìåíÿòü òîí ñâîåé ïîëåìèêè, à êîí÷èëàñü ñèÿ òðàíñ-
ôîðìàöèÿ òåì, ÷òî Ãîðáà÷åâ â êîíöå 1980-õ ñòàë âåùàòü îá
îáùåì «åâðîïåéñêîì äîìå», è, õîòÿ ñåé ýïèòåò ÑØÀ àáñîëþò-

ðîñïóñêó ÍÀÒÎ, ïîñêîëüêó âîåííîé óãðîçû ñî ñòîðîíû Ñîâåò-
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ñêîãî Ñîþçà, êîòîðóþ ñëåäîâàëî ïàðèðîâàòü, óæå íå ñóùåñòâî-
âàëî.

Äëÿ ïðîôåññîðà Âàëëåðñòåéíà ÿñíî, ÷òî íà ìèðîâîé àðåíå
íà äîëãîñðî÷íóþ ïåðñïåêòèâó ïîÿâèëîñü íîâîå äåéñòâóþùåå
ëèöî – îòíîñèòåëüíî îáúåäèíåííàÿ Çàïàäíàÿ Åâðîïà, êîòîðàÿ
òåïåðü àêòèâíî ïûòàåòñÿ ñîçäàòü ïîëèòè÷åñêèå ìåõàíèçìû,
ñîîòâåòñòâóþùèå åå ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé ìîùè. Âàëëåðñòåéíó
òàêæå ÿñíî, ÷òî ãëàâíûé ïðîòèâíèê ïîÿâëåíèÿ òàêîãî
äåéñòâóþùåãî ëèöà – ýòî Ñîåäèíåííûå Øòàòû, åãî æå ãëàâíûé
ñîþçíèê. Ïðîôåññîð óòâåðæäàåò: âñå ðàáîòàåò íà òî, ÷òîáû
ñòîðîíû ýòè îáîñîáèëèñü. Â ðåçóëüòàòå î÷åâèäíûì õîäîì,
êîòîðûé, ñêîðåå âñåãî, ñäåëàþò åâðîïåéöû, áóäåò ñîçäàíèå
ñàìîñòîÿòåëüíîé âîåííîé ñèëû è óêðåïëåíèå ñâîèõ
ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ñòðóêòóð.

Ñîãëàñíî Âàëëåðñòåéíó, ïî ìåðå òîãî êàê Çàïàäíàÿ Åâðîïà
ñòàíîâèòñÿ âñå áîëåå àêòèâíûì èãðîêîì íà ìèðîâîé àðåíå,
ñóùåñòâóåò ïîòåíöèàëüíûé ôàêòîð, êîòîðûé ìîæåò
íåèìîâåðíî óñèëèòü Åâðîïó ïåðåä ëèöîì Ñîåäèíåííûõ
Øòàòîâ. Ôàêòîð ýòîò – âêëþ÷åíèå Ðîññèè â ãåîïîëèòè÷åñêóþ
îðáèòó Åâðîïû.

Â íàøåé ñòàòüå äåòàëüíî ïîêàçàíî, ÷òî Åâðîïà ñòðàäàåò
çíà÷èòåëüíîé òåõíîëîãè÷åñêîé îòñòàëîñòüþ ïî ñðàâíåíèþ ñ
ÑØÀ. Ðîññèÿ, êîòîðàÿ ïîñëå äîëãèõ ëåò «êîíäðàòüåâñêîé
äåïðåññèè» âñå åùå îñòàåòñÿ êðóïíîìàñøòàáíîé òåõíîëî-
ãè÷åñêè ðàçâèòîé äåðæàâîé, ìîãëà áû ñòàòü åñòåñòâåííûì
ïàðòíåðîì Çàïàäíîé Åâðîïû, àêòèâèçèðîâàâ ñâîå ñîòðóäíè-
÷åñòâî ñ íåé â îáëàñòè òåõíîëîãèé. Åâðîïåéñêèé êàïèòàë è
ðîññèéñêàÿ òåõíîëîãèÿ ìîãëè áû êîëîññàëüíî óñèëèòü äðóã
äðóãà, íå ãîâîðÿ óæ î òàêèõ ñåêòîðàõ, êàê ýíåðãåòèêà è
÷åëîâå÷åñêèé êàïèòàë, ñîâìåñòíî ðàáîòàÿ íàä ïåðåóñòðîé-
ñòâîì ïàí-åâðîïåéñêîãî ýêîíîìè÷åñêîãî ïðîñòðàíñòâà è
åâðîïåéñêîé ñîöèàëüíîé ìîäåëè, ïîñðåäñòâîì ÷åãî, íàêîíåö,
óäàñòñÿ ïðåäîëåòü ðàçíèöó â óðîâíÿõ ðàçâèòèÿ, âîçíèêøóþ â
áîãàòîì ñîáûòèÿìè ÕVI âåêå è ìàðãèíàëèçèðîâàâøóþ
ïðàâîñëàâíûé Âîñòîê Åâðîïû. Èñòîðè÷åñêèå øàíñû ñàìè èäóò
íàì â ðóêè, è èìè íóæíî ïðîñòî âîñïîëüçîâàòüñÿ. Ñðåäè íèõ
åñòü è øàíñ äëÿ Åâðîïû – øàíñ íà ïðåâðàùåíèå â ñàìûé
ïåðåäîâîé ðåãèîí ìèðà, ïðè÷åì ìèðíûìè ñðåäñòâàìè –

÷èòåëüíî íà ìíîãî÷èñëåííîé àðìèè, êðóïíîìàñøòàáíîé

æàðêîé, à ïîñëåäíèå ñòàòüè íà ýòó òåìó âûãëÿäÿò êàê íåêðî-
ëîãè íåäàâíî åùå öâåòóùåìó ïàðòíåðñòâó (öèòàòà 2); ïîñëå-
äíèå îïðîñû îáùåñòâåííîãî ìíåíèÿ ïîêàçûâàþò, ÷òî 52 ïðî-
öåíòà ðîññèéñêèõ ãðàæäàí íûíå óáåæäåíî, ÷òî Ðîññèÿ äîëæíà
àêòèâíî ñòðåìèòüñÿ ê ÷ëåíñòâó â Åâðîïåéñêîì Ñîþçå (öèòàòà
3). Àâñòðèéñêèé Ïðåçèäåíò Òîìàñ Êëåñòèëü óòâåðæäàåò, ÷òî

But for all the problems and challenges, Russia is

moving toward freedom - more freedom in its politics and its markets; freedom that

will help Russia to act as a great and a just power. A Russia at peace with its ne-
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ighbors, respecting the legitimate rights of minorities, is welcome in Europe. (Ap-

plause.)

Öèòàòà 2:

The debate about the future of transatlantic relations is growing ever more heated.

In the US there is growing impatience with European allies, who are accused of

constant carping on the sidelines. In Europe, complaints abound about insensi-

tivity in Washington and US uni-lateralism. Some recent articles read like obitu-

aries for a once thriving partnership. It therefore seems naive to express optimism

about the future of our relations - and yet I do so.

Over the past decades, the transatlantic link within NATO has brought stability

and peace to our continent. The Atlantic alliance is about security but it is above

all about values. Americans and Europeans share the core values of freedom and

democracy. We are, of course, not alone in doing so. But nowhere else will either

partner find an equally substantial defender of values that coincide so closely with

its own. Our economic interdependence is unique; the figures of our mutual trade

and our mutual investments are staggering.

A partnership with such a record is and will remain a crucial factor for stability in

the world. But that is not to say that everything is perfect; divergent perceptions

cloud the vision. The first concerns threats, the second burden sharing and the

third, methods of dealing with the world's problems.

For most Americans, September 11 changed everything. Until then, the US could

always rely on geography to protect the homeland. The brutal attacks on its own

soil have overturned that perception. Europe had been used for centuries, until

very recently, to the idea of threats on its soil. The fall of the Berlin Wall left Euro-

peans with a new sense of security, which the terrorist threat has dented but not

abolished. Closing the perception gap requires a better mutual understanding of

the nature of the threats posed to our open societies by ruthless opponents. The qu-

estion then arises: how to deal with them?

The US response was swift and forceful. Europeans supported the use of force and

still do. But they make two points, which bear repeating. The first is that a military

response alone will not solve the problem of terrorism. Europeans have learnt this

lesson. The second is that even the strongest country in the world needs partners

and allies, not simple followers.

There is a perception that Europe offers too much talk and too little action, while
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the reverse applies to the US. Let me briefly deal with the European side of the equ-

ation. After September 11, Europe offered total solidarity, in words and deeds. Wi-

thin a few weeks, we had adopted a European arrest warrant, a new definition of

terrorist acts and new rules on money laundering. We have concluded an impor-

tant new agreement on police co-operation with the US. We are negotiating an

ambitious agreement on extradition and mutual legal assistance.

There is a more general message to our American friends. Europe is on the move.

The coming enlargement will reunite our continent after centuries of division. The

European Union continues to develop the tools it needs to become a stronger and

more equal partner for the US. Remember the sniggers greeting the announce-

ment of the creation of the euro. The doom-mongers got it wrong. And they will

get it wrong again about the creation of a European foreign policy, including a de-

fense component.

This European defense component is still at an early stage but the trend is unmi-

stakable. We will not equal the US military build-up but we are determined to give

ourselves the means to act decisively when and where needed, in close co-operation

with NATO. All this is good news for the US. We are not talking about a zero-sum

game; we want more Europe, not less America.

Working together gets results. We do not always get enough credit for what we

achieve together. Take the Balkans or even Afghanistan, where joint US-EU ac-

tion gives peace and stability a new chance. In the Balkans, hope returns. Here is a

region where the EU progressively takes on a more active role, with the full bac-

king and support of the US.

If there is one subject where our dialogue with our US partner is constant, it is the

Middle East. This simple fact is often overlooked because our respective public opi-

nions have differing perceptions and because emotions run high. The close multi-

lateral co-operation within the quartet of the US, EU, United Nations and Russia

is exemplary. All of us agree on the basic parameters of a solution.

Given such co-operation, I am saddened by some comments in the US press about

Europe allegedly turning anti-Semitic. No government, no responsible politician

in Europe condones anti-Semitic acts. Our policy towards the Middle East is ba-

sed on the very values of tolerance and justice that lie at the heart of European inte-

gration. Like the US, Europe wants Israel to be accepted as a normal country, allo-

wed to live in peace, prosperity and security, and we want the same for the Palesti-

nian population in their own democratic state.

Even the best of friends do not agree on all matters. The sign of a mature and equal
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relationship is not the absence of conflict but the capacity to deal with it in a re-

sponsible manner. On the International Criminal Court, global warming or steel,

we have open disagreements. A common thread is that we Europeans are instinc-

tive multi-lateralists and want the US to be more committed to multilateral solu-

tions.

We live in an increasingly interdependent world. Goods, services and people cir-

culate more than ever. Greenhouse gas emissions do not respect borders. Nor do

terrorists or criminals. Conflicts spread from one country to another; financial cri-

ses have spillover effects worldwide. Because of our tradition of shared sovereign-

ty, we believe in collective action. This requires hard work and patience. For us,

multi-lateralism is a tool to master our own destiny and to bring progress to other

regions.

That is also why we promote an open and fair trade system. We should heed the

words of Fernando Henrique Cardoso, Brazilian president, at the EU/Latin Ame-

rica summit a few days ago: ‘’There is a perception that protectionism is condem-

ned when it is an instrument of development for the poor but not when it is a we-

apon of defense for the rich.’‘ It would be a pity to see the important agreement rea-

ched at Doha unravel because of protectionist moves in precisely those countries

that have done most to turn it into a success.

More generally, I should like to call for a sustained and massive joint EU/US effort

on development and the fight against poverty. Poverty is no excuse for terrorism

but it can and will be exploited by terrorists for their own agenda. Europe and

America are natural partners for peace and progress in the world and it is our duty

to preserve and develop that relationship. Our partnership has many missions.

Fifty-two percent of Russian citizens are convinced that Russia must actively seek

admission to the European Union. Only 18% oppose such a prospect, the Public

Opinion Foundation announced following a poll among 1,500 urban and rural re-

sidents on May 11, 2002.

Nineteen percent of Russians link hopes for economic growth, active trade, an

inflow of investment, the strengthening of the ruble and higher living standards

with Russian membership in the European Union. Humanitarian benefits are also

important for many. One percent of respondents hope that the visa regime would

be simplified or done away with, 7% said that relations with European countries

would improve, and as a consequence, security and stability would be strengthe-
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ned. Two percent 2% of those polled hope that Russia would become a more civili-

zed nation.

But some respondents fear that Russia's admission into the European Union mi-

ght entail negative consequences. Eight percent of those polled said Russia might

become dependent on Europe. (Interfax Information Services, 19th May 2001)

Visiting Austrian President Thomas Klestil said on Saturday that stability and

security in Europe was impossible without Russia.

Klestil told a news conference after the Russian-Austrian talks that the sides had

discussed European integration, Russia's relations with the European Union,

economic cooperation and huge potential for bilateral trade. (BBC International

Austrian Federal Chancellor Wolfgang Schuessel, speaking at the Kremlin me-

eting with Russian President Vladimir Putin on Tuesday, expressed support for

Russia's admission to the World Trade Organisation, Russian Foreign Minister

Igor Ivanov told reporters after the meeting.

At the talks, considerable attention was given to Russia's relations with the Euro-

pean Union, the minister continued. The chancellor confirmed interest in coopera-

tion between Russia and the EU, including the energy sphere.

”It is difficult to speak about construction of a big Europe without Russia,” Schu-

essel noted. According to Ivanov, “this coincides with the stand of Russia, conduc-

ting consultations with the EU on a large range of issues”.

Ivanov noted that at the meeting, the sides praised the development of bilateral re-

lations, including those at the top level.

“Special attention was given to economic cooperation,” the minister added. “Tra-

de turnover in the past year hit nearly two billion U.S. dollars. However, accor-

ding to the conviction of both sides, this is not the ceiling. There are prospects for

further growth.”
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It is not by chance that the Austrian delegation includes many businessmen, the

minister noted.

The sides spoke in detail at the meeting what should be done by the two countries

to boost Austrian investments in the Russian economy. The leaders of the two co-

untries expressed optimism on this point, the minister concluded. (ITAR TASS,

29 January 2002).

Öèòàòà 6:

Schuessel: The EU and Russia … (are) … natural partners. Even if the potential

of our relations has not been fully realized, these relations are extremely important

for international peace and stability. The tragic events of September 11 showed

that the international community should unite its efforts to resist new threats to

our countries. It is also important to cooperate in the economic field. I’m also

convinced that we should fully employ the potential of our cooperation.

Question: In the course of expansion of the EU Austria will open its borders for

new EU countries. How will it influence the development of the infrastructure of

the Austrian Republic?

Schuessel: The expansion of the EU is fraught with a number of new challenges to

Austria. At the same time, it will also give Austria some new chances. The Au-

strian economy has already gotten a strong impulse from countries that are vie-

wed as candidates for the EU. The EU expansion is a favorable factor for Russia

too.

Question: The Austrian parliament has adopted a new doctrine of the national se-

curity characterizing Austria not as a neutral country but as a country keeping

apart from any military blocs. Is it a step toward Austria's giving up its neutrali-

ty? Do you think it is possible that Austria will join NATO?

Schuessel: The international situation in general and the architecture of the Eu-

ropean security in particular have radically changed over the past decade. It is qu-

ite natural that we have adapted our security doctrine to new requirements. The

traditional form of neutrality has lost its meaning. NATO is changing and now it

cooperates with Russia. (WPS/Reuters, 28 January 2002)
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
